About My Sister’s Place, Inc.

My Sister's Place was established upon a vision that housing and supports provide pathways to ending homelessness for
women and children in the Greater Hartford area. Since 1982, My Sister’s Place has provided a continuum of emergency
and transitional housing services for women and their children in the North End of Hartford. Since 1997, My Sister’'s Place
has been a sponsor of Mary Seymour Apartments, a 30-unit permanent supportive housing project in the same
neighborhood, and one of the original nine Demonstration Program sites.

CSH and the Supportive Housing Demonstration Program

CSH and the Connecticut Department of Mental Health and Addiction Services (DMHAS) spearheaded the first supportive
housing production initiative, known as the Supportive Housing Demonstration Program. Between 1993 and 1998, CSH
was instrumental locally in bringing together additional public sector partners, including the state departments of Social
Services, Economic and Community Development, and the Connecticut Housing Finance Authority (CHFA), to commit to
financing the 281 units that were developed through this first interagency collaborative effort. This commitment was
secured through a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) between the state agency partners, and it defined, among other
things, the financial resources to be contributed by each of the partners. As part of this MOU, CSH also committed to
providing predevelopment financing for each of the projects. CSH also provided acquisition loans, technical assistance to
the sponsors and development consultants, and capacity-building grants to the projects. Mary Seymour Place is another
successful model that contributes to the Reaching Home Campaign goal of creating 10,000 new units of supportive
housing in the State of Connecticut.
